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McGill University's Department of Mechanical Engineering is constantly seeking to work in partnership with local industry. One interesting opportunity for innovative companies is to participate in a Mechanical Engineering full‑year Design Project as part of a two‑semester Mechanical Engineering Project. The objective of this project is to design, build and deliver a working prototype.
Each Design Project is assigned to a team of 2-4 students who work with your engineers to define problems, search for alternate solutions, and finally to build a prototype model.  Faculty members from the Department of Mechanical Engineering together with highly experienced people from industry work with the students to guide and supervise them. This is an excellent way to move forward new projects or others which have been on "the back burner" for years and to see them designed, tested, evaluated, etc. - and all at a reasonable cost.

Over the last 5 years we have had some 500 students working nearly 150 different projects. Of these projects, about a third came from industry (pharmaceutical, manufacturing, rehabilitation, aeronautical), a third came from student competitions (Formula SAE, Mini-Baja, Clean Snowmobile, Solar Car), and the balance from academia (Mechanical Engineering, Mining, Metals & Materials, Bio-Medical Engineering).  

All projects begin in the Fall and require a management fee of $3500 (plus GST/QST).  This fee assists the Department of Mechanical Engineering to defray expenses for professional support, laboratory space and design materials.  In addition, the cost of any materials used to build prototypes etc. must also be covered by the sponsor. All prototypes and copies of drawings and reports are delivered to the sponsoring company at the conclusion of the project. The project culminates with a Design Exhibition in the first week of April in the lobby of the McConnell Engineering building.
